SUGGESTED DURING OPUF MSN 16

CONCLUSION: ALLIED FIGHTERS SHOULD 
UTILIZE ANY OPPORTUNITY TO TAKE DOWN 
ENEMY TRANSPORT AIRCRAFT FLYING IN THE 
NORTH EASTERN AREA OF THE AO AS THEY 
WILL MOST LIKELY BE CARRYING 
REINFORCEMENTS.
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OPUF ANALISYS

UN-IDENTIFIED ARMORED REGIMENT - APLHA
BASED UPON THE BDA BY AR FLIGHT IN KILL BOX AMSTEL WE HAVE BEEN 
ABLE TO CONCLUDE THAT THE REINFORCEMENTS HAVE COME DIRECTLY 
FROM RUSSIA. IT IS DOUBTFUL IF TURKMENISTAN HAD SUPPORTED WITH 
THEIR ENTIRE FORCE T-90 TANK. 
THIS MAY BE A POLITICAL MOVE IN ORDER TO DE-STABILIZE THE OIL GOING 
OUT OF THE REGION, WHICH WILL INCREASE INCOME ON THE RUSSIAN 
PIPELINES GOING TO WESTERN EUROPE

BASED ON THE BDA VIS HAVE CONCLUDED THAT THE ENTIRE ARMORED 
REGIMENT HAS BEEN INIHALATED DUE TO SWIFT ACTIONS BY OUR ALLIED 
FORCES IN KILL BOX AMSTEL. WELL DONE GENTLEMEN
VIS EXPECT RUSSIA TO RETAILIATE FOR THE LOSSES ALTHOUGH PROBABLY 
ON ANOTHER FRONT
CONCLUSION: THEY HAVE CEASED TO EXIST AS A FORCE TO BE RECKONED.

UN-IDENTIFIED ARMORED REGIMENT - BRAVO
BASED UPON THE BDA BY AR FLIGHT IN KILL BOX AMSTEL WE HAVE BEEN 
ABLE TO CONCLUDE THAT ADDITIONAL REINFORCEMENTS HAVE STARTED TO 
POUR INTO THE AO. 
LUCKILY THE SWIFT AND DECISIVE ACTIONS BY OUR ALLIED AIR FORCES HAVE 
NEUTRALISED THE INCOMMING THREAT WITH EXTREME PREJUDICE.

UNFORTUNATELY BDA HAVE NOT BEEN ABLE TO IDENTIFY THE TYPE OF 
ARMOUR BUT VIS CONCLUDED THAT ENEMY FORCES WITH HIGH 
LIKELYHOOD HAVE ALSO COME FROM RUSSIA

CONCLUSION: THEY HAVE CEASED TO EXIST AS A FORCE TO BE RECKONED.
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OPUF ANALISYS
UN-IDENTIFIED MECHANIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT - CHARLIE

BASED UPON THE INTEL FROM COBRA FLIGHT WE HAVE BEEN ABLE TO ESTABLICH THAT AT LEAST 
ONE NEW ENEMY MECHANIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT HAVE EMERGED ON THE EASTERN FRONT.

MECHANIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT CHARLIE IS ACCOMPANIED BY MOBILE SAM UNITS (SA-9 & SA-
15) AND ARTILLIARY.

THE RECON PHOTAGE TAKEN BY COBRA HAVE BEEN IDENTIFIED BY VIS AS SAO-2S9 SELF-PROPELLED 
ARTILLIRY/MORTAR. THE NUMBER OF S29 INDICATES THAT THERE MAY BE TWO (2) MECHANIZED 
INFANTRY REGIMENTS IN THE AREA, BUT LATTER IS SPECULATION FOR NOW.

VIS ANTICIPATES THAT THESE UNITS WILL POSE A SIGNIFICANT THREAT TO OUR FLOT IF THEY COME 
INTO FIRING RANGE.

CONCLUSION: THESE FORCES NEEDS TO BE STOPPED BEFORE THEY CAN POSE A THREAT TO OUR 
GROUND FORCES.

123rd MOTORIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT HAVE SUFFERED SIGNIFICANT 
LOSSES AND ARE DOWN TO 1/3 OF FULL CAPACITY. 

CONCLUSION: 123rd MOTORIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT HAS BEEN 
FORCED TO REGROUP AS WELL AS BEING DESORIENTED AND LACKING 
TRUST IN THEIR LEADERSHIP. ASSESMENT IS THAT 123rd MOTORIZED 
INFANTRY REGIMENT WILL NO LONGER POSE A SIGNIFICANT THREAT 
TO OUR FORCES.

EXPECTED THAT 133rd ARMOURD REGIMENT WILL MAKE A PUSH 
THROUGH THE FLOT ON THE WESTERN FRONT, SUPPORTED BY 245TH

MECHANIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT

CONCLUSION: ANY POSSIBILLITY TO FURTHER WEAKENING 133rd 

ARMOURED REGIMENT MUST BE EXPLOITED

BUT APART FROM THAT THEY AT FULL STRENGHT. IT IS ANTICIPATED 
THAT THEY WILL ENGAGE OUR FRIENDLIES AT CAS ZONE TO KEEP THEM 
OCCUPIED WHILE 123rd MOTORIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT TRY AND 
OUT-FLANK OUR FORCES. 

CONCLUSION: STILL A VERY DANGEROUS OPPONENT, HIGHLY CAPABLE 
AND MANOUVREABLE.

VIS STILL HAVE EXPECTATION TO ENEMY MOVING SOUTH TOWARD THE FLOT. THIS

THE SCUD LAUNCHERS. 

THERE IS NO INDICATION THAT THE ENEMY MOVEMENTS SOUTHBOUND HAVE SEIEZED 
HOWEVER WE DO NOT HAVE UPDATED INTEL FROM THAT AREA

CONCLUSION: SPOTTING OF ANY MOVEMENT IN THIS AREA SHALL BE REPORTED TO VIS 
ASAP.

UN-IDENTIFIED SCUD BATALION

SOF OPERATING BEHIND ENEMY LINES HAVE FORWARDED LOCATIONS ON A SCUD 
BATTERY SUPPORTED BY AT LEAST SHILKAS BUT PROBABLY ALSO sa-3/13.

THE CURRENT LOCATION OF THE SCUD BATTERY IS EAST OF KILL BOX BECKS, 
INDICATING THAT ENEMY MAY BE PLANNING AN AMBUSH IN CASE OUR GROUND 
FORCES MOVE INTO KILL BOX BECKS.

LOCATION AND DESTRUCTION OF THE SCUD BATTERY IS VITAL FOR THE SUPPORT 
OF OUR GROUND TROOPS. 

ANY CHANGE TO NEUTRALISE THE UNITS IS TO BE UTLISED. 

FRIENDLY AIRFORCES HAVE NEUTRALISED 2xSCUD’s BUT HAVE ALSO IDENTIFIED 
ENEMY SA-11 TO THE WEST OF THE SCUDS (app. N28 09.056 E 056 10.957).

AREA SHOULD BE APPROACHED WITH EXTREME CAUTION DUE TO THE SA-11 SITE

222nd MECHANIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT HAS BEEN HIT VERY HARD 
BY ALLIED FORCES

CONCLUSION: 222rd MECHANIZED INFANTRY REGIMENT HAS BEEN

COMPANY HAVE YET TO BE ESTABLISHED. THEY ARE HIGHLY MOBILE 
AND WILL BE DIFFICULT TO SPOT. 

THEY HOLD THE CAPABILLITY TO CALL IN ARTY SUPPORT. 

CONCLUSION: ANY POSSIBILLITY TO WEAKEN 421st AND 422st RECON 
COMPANY MUST BE EXPLOITED.
